Formative and Summative Evaluation Plan Template
Please include the following sections or headings:

I -- Formative Plan
Although there are many ways to do this, most ETC 667 students show their program to others as they begin and as they go through the development process to elicit feedback that will help guide them as to the screen designs (i.e. color, font, graphics etc), navigation (i.e. buttons, directions, etc), and any other issues that might arise.  

In this section of your plan, you should describe how you plan to get helpful feedback and input during the development phase of your project.

II -- Formative Evaluation Examples
Here you should provide example items that will be part of a guide for those helping you in your formative evaluation. For example, you may want to have a checklist of items for people to go through as they provide feedback.  This checklist would be an example for the production phase. Another example, would be to design an observation where you watched as a user went through your materials and you took notes on their ability to successfully understand and navigate your materials.

III -- Summative Plan
Here you should describe how you plan to evaluate your program from a summative perspective.  This plan should provide you with information on how well the product does at teaching the concepts or topic you've created it for.  Again there are many ways to do this, but most students try to gather a person or a small group (2 or 3) people that have the similar characteristics of the target audience and go through a tryout.  Think about what you want your learners to learn by using your program and how you will evaluate whether or not it is working.  

IV -- Summative Evaluation Examples
Here you should provide example items that could be part of a learner assessment to help guide you in your summative evaluation. For example, one way to approach this is to do a pretest and a posttest of the skills, concepts, or knowledge that you expect your learners to learn. Question items from either of these would be examples of the assessment you would use to evaluate your product from a summative perspective.
